Acts 2:1-38 - Part 1

4. The Witness Empowered – 2:1-4

a. The Holy Spirit was Heard – 2:1-2

“When ﻿﻿the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all ﻿﻿with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and ﻿﻿it filled the whole house where they were sitting.

Pentecost = 50 days (after Passover) had “fully come” 1500 times before. Fully come – as it was intended in the first place – it pictured this event.

“As of” means: that it was not a wind, it sounded like a wind.
“The whole house” probably excludes the temple – but 7:47 “Solomon built a house for Him”. It may have been the same place as the last supper / first communion.

b. The Holy Spirit was Seen - 2:3
“Then there appeared to them ﻿﻿divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them.”
No one was slighted; the fire-like tongues divided and sat on each of them.
c. The Holy Spirit was Manifested - 2:4

“And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.”

 (1) They were all filled with the Holy Spirit - Different from the Baptism.

Filling is many times -- Baptism is once - 11:15-16

“And as I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them, ﻿﻿as upon us at the beginning. Then I remembered the word of the Lord, how He said, ﻿﻿‘John indeed baptized with water, but ﻿﻿you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now”
Romans 6:3 - “Or do you not know that ﻿﻿as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus ﻿﻿were baptized into His death? 

1 Corinthians 12:13 - For ﻿﻿by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body— 
Colossians 2:12 - buried with Him in [Spirit] baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through ﻿﻿faith …

1. Not in Old Testament - Ephesians 3:5-6; Colossians 1:25-26

Eph.3: [mystery] which in other ages was not made known … as it is now made known.
Col. 1:25-26 the church… mystery which has been hidden from ages and from generations, ﻿﻿but now has been revealed to His saints.

1. Acts 1:5 - Baptism promised

“for John truly baptized with water, ﻿﻿but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.”
2. Acts 10:44; 11:15 – Baptism past

﻿﻿
10:44 - The Holy Spirit fell upon all those who heard the word.
11:15 - The Holy Spirit fell upon them, ﻿﻿as upon us at the beginning.

10:16 – “Then I remembered [from 1:5] the word of the Lord, how He said, ﻿﻿‘John indeed baptized with water, but ﻿﻿you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit.”

 (2) They spoke in tongues
What kind of tongues were they?

1.  A heavenly language nobody on earth speaks.

2.  Languages known to some group of people on earth, but unknown to the person who is speaking it (hence, the miracle).
B.  Witness at Pentecost – 2:5-47
1. The Response to the Spirit's Advent – 2:5-13

a. Some Marveled – 2:5-12
“And there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, ﻿﻿devout men, from every nation under heaven. And when this sound occurred, the ﻿﻿multitude came together, and were confused, because everyone heard them speak in his own language.” “διαλέκτῳ” (see 7-12 Bible)

Obviously these are languages spoken and understood by those who were there in Jerusalem. Not ecstatic utterances.

Later, we will address the question of whether “tongues” are ecstatic utterances in other places.

Acts 2:7-11

“Then they were all amazed and marveled, saying to one another, "Look, are not all these who speak Galileans? And how is it that we hear, each in our own language in which we were born? Parthians and Medes and Elamites, those dwelling in Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya adjoining Cyrene, visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabs -- we hear them speaking in our own tongues the wonderful works of God."

                 b. Others Mocked - 2:13

“Others mocking said, “They are full of new wine.” 

2. Explanation by Peter – 2:14-36

They are not drunk- it’s only 9:00 AM
This is what Joel prophesied – 2:14-16

a. Use of Joel – (Chapter 2) - 2:17-21

This is that Spirit 

 (1) The Spirit has been poured out – 2:17-18

 (2) The wonders in heaven and on earth have not happened – 2:19-20   

 (3) Deliverance is possible by calling on the name of the Lord - 2:21 

 (4) Conclusion: 2:22-24

 (a) Jesus was approved by God by signs - 2:22

 (b) He was killed by you – 2:22

 (c) He was delivered by God – 2:23a
“Him, ﻿﻿being delivered by the determined purpose and foreknowledge of God,”
(d) He was crucified by you 2:23b
