Christ is Better than the Ministers

of Judaism – the Angels
Introduction:

I. He Has a Better Name – 1:4-5

﻿He has by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.
 “to which of the angels did He ever say: “you are my son”(obviously to none of them).
Note: They are called “sons of God” Job 1:5.

A. He Is the Son - “You are My Son,
Question: Was the second person of the Godhead always called the Son?
Even if He was, Psalm 2:7 is not referring
 to that “Eternal Sonship” See under “II”
B. He Was Begotten

Today I have begotten You”?
Γεγέννηκά = give birth to
We have talked before about only begotten 
μονογενῆ  --  μονο one γενῆ  kind  (John 3:16)
 Translation = only one of a kind – unique

gεγέννηκά – in 1:5a (Psalm 2:7) (give birth to) is not referring to a beginning of existence, but to an entrance into office:

Acts 13:33-35 is the inspired commentary on Psalm 2:7:
“God has fulfilled this for us their children, in that He has raised up Jesus. As it is also written in the second Psalm: ‘You are My Son, Today I have begotten You.’ And that He raised Him from the dead, no more to return to ﻿﻿corruption, He has spoken thus: ‘I will give you the sure ﻿﻿mercies of David.’ 
Israel had rejected Him, but the Father of the kings of Israel had accepted Him.

He is now the King of Israel in exile (in heaven).  

One day Israel will accept their King.

Matthew 23: 38-39 

“See! Your house is left to you desolate; ﻿for I say to you, you shall see Me no more until you say, ﻿﻿‘Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!’ ” 
 Then, He will rule over Israel and, through Israel, the world.

So, the angels are sons by creation, Jesus is a Son by declaration
II. He Has a Better Relationship with the Father 1:5b
﻿﻿
“I will be to Him a Father, and He shall be to Me a Son”? -- II Sam 7:14 (the Davidic Covenant)
God adopted the kings of David’s line, as His sons, looking forward to David’s greater Son, Jesus, being the Millennial King and the eternal king in eternity
Angels do not have this Father/Son relationship.
III.  He Is an Object of Worship- 1:6

“But when He again brings ﻿﻿the firstborn into the world, He says ﻿﻿“Let all the angels of God worship Him.”
A. The Father commands That He Be Worshipped 

Note: “When He again brings” 




Not “Again, when He brings”

1. It fits Greek word order.

2. It agrees with History.

Angels did not worship Him at the first coming.

At second coming they will Phil 2: 9-11
“Therefore God also ﻿﻿has highly exalted Him and ﻿﻿given Him the name which is above every name, ﻿that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, ﻿and ﻿﻿that every tongue should confess Lord Jesus Christ, to the glory of God the Father.”
So, it refers to the second coming. [By the way: there is no place that says that angels sing.]
“First begotten” πρωτότοκον refers not to beginning, but to priority.
He is prior to:

The Creation - Col.1:15

Believers - Romans 8:29


Resurrection saints - Col 1:18

Other children of Mary - Luke2:7
B. He Is to Be Worshipped by the Angels

Not just some angels, but all angels.
IV. He Has a Better Nature – 1:7-12
A (1). They were Created – 1:7

 ﻿﻿“Who makes His angels spirits
A (2). He Is the Creator – 1:10
﻿
“You, Lord, in the beginning laid the foundation of the earth, And the heavens are the work of Your hands. 
B (1) They are Servants – 1-7
Who makes … His ministers a flame of fire.

B (2) He is the Sovereign – 1:8-9
1. He has a throne forever

﻿﻿“Your throne, O God, is forever and ever; 
     A ﻿﻿scepter of righteousness is the scepter of Your kingdom



God is calling Him “God”
2.  He is anointed above his companions

You have loved righteousness and hated lawlessness; Therefore God, Your God, ﻿﻿has anointed You With the oil of gladness more than Your companions.”
These companions are:
1. Not the angels

2. Not believers

3. But, the others who have sat on David’s throne before Him

Note: They were anointed when entering the office of king.
C (1) They Change – 1:10-12a
Angels are in one form and then another to do the work of God.
Of the creation he says:

“They will perish, but You remain; And ﻿﻿they will all grow old like a garment; Like a cloak You will fold them up, and they will be changed. 
C (2) He Is Changeless – 1:12b
But You are the ﻿﻿same, And Your years will not fail.
V. He Has a Better Position - 1:13-14
But to which of the angels has He ever said: (obviously to none)
A. He is Seated on a Throne – 1:13a
1. The Son is in the place of prominence



Sit at My right hand,

2. That position is temporary
Till I make Your enemies Your footstool”? 

The enemies are those who resist the rule of the one true God on the earth.
The footstool = putting His foot on the neck of His enemies.
B. They Are Ministering – 1:14
“Are they not all ministering spirits sent forth to minister.”
They are ministering, not sitting. But notice who it is that they are ministering to for those who will ﻿﻿inherit salvation? 


 
WHO IS THAT?



That’s me ---- and that’s you
“Shall be” refers to our receiving our full salvation at the coming of the Lord.

Conclusion:
