Repentance in Palestine
Introduction:

I. Palestine After the Death of Christ
A. John Had Started a National Revival - Baptism and repentance for the remission (forgiveness) of sins.
B. His Ministry Was one of Preparation, Not Salvation - He pointed them to Jesus.
C. Some Went on to Believe and Receive Eternal Life
Note:

1. Their sins were forgiven, - Because they had repented and were baptized by John.
2. They had received eternal life, - Because they had believed
The two things were not synonymous (were not the same thing)
They were not simultaneous (didn’t happen at the same time)
D. They Did Not Receive the Holy Spirit – The Spirit was not yet given–Jesus not yet crucified
John 7:38-39
﻿“He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, ﻿﻿out of his innermost being will flow rivers of living water.” ﻿﻿But this He spoke concerning the Spirit, whom those ﻿﻿believing in Him would receive; for the ﻿﻿Holy Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet ﻿﻿glorified”.
II. The Day of Pentecost - 2:1-41
A. The Jews (120), who Had Believed were in the Upper Room and Received the Holy Spirit
Acts 2:1-4
“When ﻿﻿the Day of Pentecost had fully come, ﻿﻿they were all ﻿﻿with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and ﻿﻿it filled the whole house where they were sitting. ﻿Then there appeared to them ﻿﻿divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. ﻿And ﻿﻿they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began ﻿﻿to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

They were filled with the Holy Spirit (2:4),

And,
They were baptized with the Holy Spirit

(Acts 1:5 and Acts 11:15-16)
 B. Peter Preached - 2:14-36

His Message - “Jesus is both Lord and Christ”
C. The People Believed – 2:37-38
1. From the statement made

“Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ.” Now when they heard this, ﻿﻿they were cut to the heart”
2. From the question asked and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, “Men and brethren, what shall we do?” 

 3. From the answer given

“Then Peter said to them, ﻿﻿“Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the ﻿﻿remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
III. The Apostle Paul
A. He Believed on the Damascus Road – Acts 9:6
﻿“So he, trembling and astonished, said, “Lord, what do You want me to do?” 

B. He Went to Damascus

1. Ananias found him on Straight Street
2. Ananias told him to “Arise, be baptized, wash away your sins, calling on the name of the Lord. Acts 22:16.

3. He also received the Holy Spirit

Acts 9:17
“Brother Saul, the Lord ﻿﻿Jesus, who appeared to you on the road as you came, has sent me that you may receive your sight and ﻿﻿be filled with the Holy Spirit”
IV. Disciples of John Acts - 19:1-6

“And it happened, while ﻿﻿Apollos was at Corinth, that Paul, having passed through ﻿﻿the upper regions, came to Ephesus. And finding some disciples ﻿he said to them, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?” So they said to him, ﻿﻿“We have not so much as heard whether there is a Holy Spirit.” And he said to them, “Into what then were you baptized?” So they said, ﻿﻿“Into John’s baptism.” Then Paul said, ﻿﻿“John indeed baptized with a baptism of repentance, saying to the people that they should believe on Him who would come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus.” When they heard this, they were baptized ﻿﻿in the name of the Lord Jesus. And when Paul had ﻿﻿laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and ﻿﻿they spoke with tongues and prophesied. 
A. Being Disciples of John They Had Received   the Baptism of Repentance for the Forgiveness of Sins.
B. They Had Believed on Jesus and Received Eternal Life.

C. They Had Not Been Baptized in the Name of Jesus.
D. They Did Not Have the Holy Spirit. 

Paul must have discerned that.

(Maybe they had left Jerusalem before Pentecost)

V. The Samaritans - Acts 8:4-17
A. Philip Preached the Grace Gospel - 8:5
B. They Believed the Name of Jesus Christ

Acts 8:12
”But when they believed Philip as he preached the things ﻿﻿concerning the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, 

What did they receive? - Eternal life.

C. They were Water Baptized. Both men and women were baptized - 8:12b.
D. They Received the Holy Spirit after Peter and John laid hands on them - 8:14-17
“Now when the ﻿﻿apostles who were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them, who, when they had come down, prayed for them ﻿﻿that they might receive the Holy Spirit. For ﻿﻿as yet He had fallen upon none of them. ﻿﻿They had only been baptized in ﻿﻿the name of the Lord Jesus. Then ﻿﻿they laid hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit. 
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
