A. Scripture
Ezekiel 20:34-38 - This is the purpose of the tribulation, i.e. to purge the rebels from the nation, Israel.
Matthew 25:1-13 – “Parable of the Five Wise and Five Foolish Virgins”
B. The Time and Place- At the return of Christ to the earth; On the earth around Jerusalem
C. The People Involved

These are believers – All ten

D. The Purpose - To determine who will reign in the kingdom, which was promised to Israel beginning with the Abrahamic Covenant.
E. The Basis - Whether they are prepared for the coming of the Lord.
F. The Result- The prepared ones will rule; others will not.
III. The Judgment on the Gentiles

A. Scripture - Matthew 25:31-46
B. The Time and Place - At the return of Christ to the earth; On the earth near Jerusalem.
C. The People Involved - Only Gentiles 
D. The Purpose - To separate believers from unbelievers.

E. The Basis - How they have treated Jesus’ “brethren” i.e. the 144,000 or other Jews of the tribulation period.
F. The Result - The “sheep” go into the kingdom; The “goats” go to Hades for the 1000 years.
IV. The Great White Throne Judgment

A. Scripture - Revelation 20:11-15
B. The Time and Place - After the millennium- the 1000 year reign of Christ on the earth.
C. The People Involved - All unbelievers of all time who are raised at the second resurrection.
D.  The Purpose

To determine the degree of punishment due to each one who has rejected Christ.
To demonstrate that their names are not written in the “Book of Life” v. 15

F.  The Result - They all go into the “Lake of Fire” v. 15
