Jesus Is Better than Moses

Hebrews 3:1-6
Introduction:

I. The Congregation - 3:1a
A. They are holy- separated, sanctified - They are holy because He had sanctified them – 2:11a
For ﻿﻿both He who ﻿﻿sanctifies and those who are being sanctified ﻿﻿are all of one, 

B. They are brothers – believers

  “are all of one”,  ἐξ ἑνὸς πάντες·

1. One with each other. They have one Father.
2.  One with their Captain who is not ashamed to call them brothers. (2:11-12)

C. They are Partakers –μέτοχοι (sharers)

Heb. 1:9; 3:1; 3:14; 6:4; 12:8; Luke 5:7


 Hebrews 1:9

“God, ﻿﻿has anointed You with the oil of gladness more than Your companions (μέτοχοι).” 
Luke 5:7

“So they signaled to their partners in the other boat. 

“The heavenly calling”
Universal Call – John 7:37
“On the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, ﻿﻿“If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink”.
Effectual Call - Romans 8:30
Foreknew, predestinated, called, justified, glorified

“that you would walk worthy of God ﻿﻿who calls you into His own kingdom and glory. 

They share in that calling because God is “bringing” them “to glory” 2:10

II. The First Candidate – Jesus – 3:1b – 2a
          Consider Him κατανοήσατε, observe carefully
A. He is the Apostle – “a sent one”
1. He is a sent one

1 John 4:14
…the Father has sent the Son as Savior of the world” 
John 3:17
“For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved”. 
2. He spoke to man for God
Hebrews 1:2

God …has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, 

3. He told them new things 
Formula of the Sermon on the Mount:

“You have heard it said…, but I say to you.”

4. His message had God’s authority.
John 12:49

“For ﻿﻿I have not spoken on My own authority; but the Father who sent Me gave Me a command, ﻿﻿what I should say and what I should speak”.
B. He is the High Priest


He is head of an entire priesthood


I Peter 2:7-9
Therefore, to you who believe, He is precious; 

…………………………………….

9﻿ But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, 

High Priest of our Confession. ὁμολογίας
“What we say together”
We hold these truths because He taught them and gave instruction for their continuation (Matt. 28:19-20).
His Priesthood is superior to the priesthood of Judaism. 
C. He is Faithful


From eternity, he dwelt in the glory of God.

He was the Doer of the works of God.
He was the Ruler of the all creation.

Yet He learned by experience, as a man, what it was to obey and suffer.

Yet He was faithful in all things

This is what we must consider carefully.

We are destined to rule; we must be trained to obey.

We are now and will be later on stewards of God.

We must follow His faithfulness.

“Moreover it is required in stewards that a man be found faithful” (I Corinthians 4:2).
III. The Second Candidate – Moses – 3:2b - 3
A. Moses was Faithful – 3:2b
God 

   prepared him in Egypt


      disciplined him in the desert

Moses
In the royal palace, learned to govern men
 (gave him strength and confidence)

In the desert, learned to govern himself
 (gave him weakness and dependence)

He was found faithful in all things.
B. Moses was an Apostle

1. Israel, had sunk into heathen darkness.
Joshua 24:14
“put away the gods which your fathers served on the other side of ﻿﻿the River and ﻿﻿in Egypt” 
2. They didn’t even Know God’s name.

Exodus 3:13
“Then Moses said to God, “Indeed, when I come to the children of Israel and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and they say to me, ‘What is His name?’ what shall I say to them?” 

3. God sent His apostle, Moses

a. He enlighten them with his words.


b. He redeemed them by the blood of the Passover lamb.

c. He led them to freedom though the Red Sea.


He was God’s apostle

C. Moses was a Priest.
a. He drew near to God
b. He built an alter at Sinai
c. He sprinkle the blood on the book and the people – Exodus 24:1

D. Moses was a High Priest

There were priests before the law and Moses directed them as their chief - Exodus 19:22.
IV. The Comparison – 3:3-6a

A. The Statement – Christ is better than Moses - 3:3
“For this One has been counted worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch as ﻿﻿He who built the house has more honor than the house”
Syllogism 

Major premise:
The builder of the house has more honor than one who is in the house.

Minor premise:

Jesus is the builder of the house 

 Moses is in the house.

Conclusion:  JESUS IS BETTER THAN MOSES.

B. Their Positions - 3:5
1. Jesus is Moses was a servant

2. The Son

C. Their testimony 

1. Moses spoke of things future

Deuteronomy 18:17-19

“And the Lord said to me: ﻿﻿‘What they have spoken is good. ﻿I will raise up for them a Prophet like you from among their brethren, and ﻿﻿will put My words in His mouth, ﻿﻿and He shall speak to them all that I command Him. ﻿And it shall be that whoever will not hear My words, which He speaks in My name, I will require it of him.”
2. Jesus is the fulfillment of those things

John 5:46

“For if you believed Moses, you would believe Me; ﻿﻿for he wrote about Me. But if you ﻿﻿do not believe his writings, how will you believe My words?”
IV. The Caution - 3:6b
A. Who We Are

We are God’s house.

This is not a reference to our salvation.

We received our salvation by faith + nothing.

We are not required to do anything to keep it. It is, after all, eternal life.

The writer is speaking here of our service for Him in the work of the church, preparing for serving with Him in His kingdom, millennial and eternal.
B. How We Achieved that Status

We have received the adoption as Sons. That is a position granted us: 

﻿Ephesians 1:4 
“having predestined us to ﻿﻿adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself …”
Galatians 4:5-7
“to redeem those who were under the law, ﻿﻿that we might receive the adoption as sons. And because you are sons, God has sent forth ﻿﻿the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, ﻿﻿“Abba, Father!” Therefore you are no longer a slave but a son, ﻿﻿and if a son, then an heir ﻿﻿of God ﻿﻿through Christ. 

C. How We Maintain that Status

By holding fast our confidence and rejoicing of hope firm to the end.
By overcoming
Revelation 2:26

“And he who overcomes, and keeps ﻿﻿My works until the end, ﻿﻿to him I will give power over the nations”.
Revelation 3:21

“To him who overcomes ﻿﻿I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne”
Jesus said, in John 12:26 

“If anyone serves Me, let him ﻿﻿follow Me; and ﻿﻿where I am, there My servant will be also. If anyone serves Me, him My Father will honor”.
