Ephesians 2:7-10

Introduction:

I. Salvation for Show – 2:7
A. The Extent of Salvation – Exceeding
“the exceeding riches of His grace”
1. Who is Saved – 
· Those who are down and out – Paul I Tim.1:15
﻿
“Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners, of whom I am chief.”
· Those who are up and out - Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews. This man came to Jesus by night.
2. How They are Saved -  

“From the guttermost to the uttermost.”
B. The End of Salvation – Toward us – (mankind) 

1. Not Angels – There is no salvation for angels.
Jesus became human to rescue humans

Hebrews 2:14

“Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He ﻿﻿Himself likewise shared in the same, ﻿“

2. Not Animals – 

There is no word on the destiny of animals. But, there is nothing to indicate that they have that they have eternal souls.


3. Not People on Mars – 
There is no indication that there are people on Mars. But, if there are, they won’t be a part of the eternal state unless they have not sinned. We have the only Savior available.
C. The Effector of Salvation - in Christ Jesus

D. The Effect of Salvation - that in the ages to come He might show

1. The Place of the showing – in the ages to come
He is not looking at a particular age, but refers to the endless ages of eternity.

2. The Person of the showing - 
“That … He might show”
The “showing” is God’s self-revelation. It extends from the creation through eternity. The trophy of His grace is the humans who have believed on His Son Who died in their place to save them from eternal damnation.
3. The Gradation shown in this passage is a part of that picture:
· Their past:

Dead in sin
Living by the world

Being children of wrath
· Their present:

Alive in Christ
Raised with Christ

Seated beside Christ
· Their future:

They will forever demonstrate the exceeding riches of His Grace in Christ.
II. Grace for No Glory – 2:8-9
‘that no flesh should glory in His presence.” (I Cor. 1:29)
A. The Savior is Exalted 
“For by grace you have been saved.”
He receives all the Glory. 

Phil. 2:9-10
Therefore God also ﻿﻿has highly exalted Him and ﻿﻿given Him the name which is above every name, ﻿﻿that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and ﻿﻿that every tongue should confess Lord Jesus Christ, to the glory of God the Father.”
B. Self Is Excluded –

“and that not of yourselves; not of works
John 6:47
“Jesus said, He that believes in me has eternal life.” 
See also John 11:25-26 and 20:30-31
“And ﻿﻿truly Jesus did many other signs in the presence of His disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written that ﻿﻿you may believe that Jesus ﻿﻿is the Christ, the Son of God, ﻿﻿and that believing you may have life in His name.”
Working for someone puts him in your debt. If you do any work for salvation, then, to that extent, God owes you salvation and you get part of the glory.

C. Sovereignty Is Established 

“it is the gift of God. Lest anyone should boast”
It is God’s salvation. He has the right to give it any way He pleases. Man wants to be independent, I can do it myself! God says, “You cannot do any part of it, My Son did it all. Take it My way or not at all.”
III. Works for the Walk – 2:10

A. His Creation

“For we are ﻿﻿His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus”
The word “workmanship” ποίημα refers to what has been made. It is used one other time –

Romans 1:20
“For since the creation of the world ﻿﻿His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made,”
The believers are God’s works (10a). They are different from the works in 10b.
B. His Commandment

“created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand  that we should walk in them.”
These are works that God prepared in advance that we should walk in them. He is not saying that we must walk in them or we cannot be saved.
