Hebrews 10:1-10

Introduction:

Why the repetition? Repetition is the only figure of speech worth anything. A Successful lawyer repeats his main points one time for each member of the jury.

The (Holy Spirit) writer of Hebrews knew the human mind.

Man wants a religion with: 

Fixed rules

External show

Priests and sacrifices
A legalistic religion

There was such a religion:
It had God as its author

It was tested for 1400 years

IT FAILED

Then every human imitation must also fail.

I.   The O. T. Sacrifices Did Not Take Away Sin – 10:1-4

A. They Were a Shadow of Things to Come – 10:1a

A shadow might give a general idea of a man, but you can’t identify the man.
The image and the shadow are alike in some general ways, but they are different in many more specific ways.

They were temporary – not going to last forever.

And typical – they pictured the realty to come.
B. They Were Offered Year after Year – 10:1b
No one was ever excused from next year.
Over 1400 years of Days of Atonement, and over 2,800 goats later. And they were no better off than when they started.

The sacrifices did not make anyone perfect.

Some observe Yom Kippur 2,000 after Christ fulfilled the shadow in the true tabernacle in heaven - 9:24
C. The People Knew that they had not been Made Perfect – 10:2
1. The continuation of the offering.

2. The consciousness of sin.
D. The Law Had a Built-in Reminder – 10:3

1.  God did not intend for them to think that their sin problem was solved.

2.  They were to look forward to the Lamb of God, “who takes away the sin of the world.”
3.  The repetition was their reminder.

E.  Conclusion: It was Not Possible that the Blood of Bulls and Goats Could Take Away Sin – 10:4

Not only did the sacrifices not take away sin. It was impossible for it to do so.

The life blood of an animal does not have the moral worth of a man who was made in the image of God.
Neither beast, nor money or any other possession can satisfy the demands of the Law.
No man who is guilty of the sin can pay for any sin but his own – by dying - “the wages of sin is death” (Romans 6:23)
“Nothing in my hands I bring; simply to thy cross I cling.”
II. A Body Was Prepared which Replaced the Old Testament Sacrifices – 10:5-10
A. O. T. Sacrifices Did Not Please God – 10:5-7



(From Psalm 40:6-8)
1. The Statement made
The Words

a. Sacrifice –(zebach) general term – communion type, peace offering

b. Offering – (mincha) meal offering related to man’s labor

c. Burnt offering – (olah) sweet savor 
d. Sin offering – (chatah)

Man’s dreadful condition is due to:

The principle of sin
The practice of sin
The Expansion 

Isaiah 1:11

“To what purpose is the multitude of your ﻿﻿sacrifices to Me?” says the Lord. “I have had enough of burnt offerings of rams and the fat of fed cattle. I do not delight in the blood of bulls, or of lambs or goats.”
Jeremiah 6:20
“Your burnt offerings are not acceptable, nor your sacrifices sweet to Me.”

Hosea 6:6

“For I desire ﻿﻿mercy ﻿﻿and ﻿﻿not sacrifice, and the ﻿﻿knowledge of God more than burnt offerings.”
Amos 5.21
“I ﻿﻿hate, I despise your feast days, 

The Explanation

God had proscribed the sacrifices, but they were useless alone.

He desires obedience instead of Sacrifice.

2. A body was made – 10:5
In order for Christ to die, he had to become man, because God can’t die; because He had to be one of us in order to die in our place.

3. A resolve was made – 10:6

He sacrificed voluntarily
He suffered vicariously

B. The Offering of the Body of Jesus Replaced the Animal Sacrifices – 10:8-10

1. First He said – 10:8
a. God had no pleasure in sacrifices
b. He was referring to the law.
2. Then He said – 10:9a

a. I have come to do your will.

b. He was referring to the incarnation.
3. What He meant – 10:9b

a. He was taking away the first covenant, the Mosaic Law.

b. He was establishing the second covenant, the New Covenant.
4. What that means to us: - 10:10

We have been sanctified.

a. It was by the incarnation, the taking of the body
b. It was through the atonement, the offering of that body.
Conclusion:
