The Economy of the Godhead

How do the Persons of the Godhead work together?

There is one God – Deuteronomy 6:4

“Hear, O Israel: ﻿﻿The Lord our God, the Lord is one! 

There are three Who are called God -
The Father – John 6:27
﻿“Do not labor for the food which perishes, but ﻿﻿for the food which endures to everlasting life, which the Son of Man will give you, ﻿﻿because God the Father has set His seal on Him.” 

The Son – Hebrews 1:8
“But to the Son He says: O God, “Your throne is forever and ever; 
The Holy Spirit – Acts 5:3-4
﻿“But Peter said, “Ananias, why has ﻿﻿Satan filled your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit? You have not lied to men but to God.”
How Do They Operate?
We have Extensive Revelation in Two Areas:

1. Creation

The Father Planned - Genesis 1:1

“In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”

The Son Created - Hebrews 1:10
“You, Lord, in the beginning laid the foundation of the earth, and the heavens are the work of Your hands. 
The Holy Spirit Gives Life - Genesis 1:2﻿
“And the Spirit of God was hovering (brooding) over the face of the waters.
 “By His Spirit He adorned the heavens;” (Job 26:13)
2. Redemption 

The Father Elects- Ephesians 1:3,4

﻿﻿
“Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ just as ﻿﻿He chose us in Him ﻿﻿before the foundation of the world.”
The Son Redeemed – Revelation 5:9
 “You were slain, and ﻿﻿have redeemed us to God ﻿﻿by Your blood. 

The Holy Spirit Regenerates – John 3:6
“Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, ﻿﻿unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.

The Witness of the Holy Spirit
I.   The Finality is Exemplified by the Work of the Son - 10:11-14

A. He Has Taken His Seat – 10:11-12
In the Law there is a seat-less sanctuary - their work was never done.

In the New Covenant, we have a seated Savior - His work is finished.
His being seated is a position – Not in a chair in which He never to get up (“forever” goes with the sacrifice).
Or that He is inactive - He makes intercession.
(He was standing when Stephen, the first martyr was stoned to death - Acts 7:56)
A seated Priest means:
1. A finished work - τετέλεσται,
2. An accepted sacrifice.
3. Equality with the Father.
B. He Is Awaiting the Defeat – 10:13


It is expectation - ἐκδεχόμενος - to welcome the opportunity
It is confidence - “waiting until” - not to “see if”
He is not concerned about:
Who is winning today, or who recently won a battle, but who is going to win the war,

C. His Sacrifice Is Complete – 10:14

Sin Requires the Atonement:
Incurs a debt (which requires) forgiveness.
Enslaves in bondage redemption

Causes alienation reconciliation

Offends a holy God propitiation

1.  “By one offering” in contrast to the many (2800 goats) of the Law.

2. He has perfected the sanctified ones.
Perfected means completed not sinless perfection.
Sanctified refers to the setting apart for God’s use.
(See last week’s message for the uses of that term.)
Forever, εἰς τὸ διηνεκὲς, occurs in 7:3 and here in 10:12 and 14 - It refers to a continuous condition of perfection.
“To those who are being sanctified” - This sounds like it refers to the continuing process of sanctification (i.e. the present tense of sanctification).
However, 
· This would ignore the force of the expression “made holy” in verse 10. (Zane)

· “being sanctified” refers rather to the many who are being sanctified one by one. “It may be iterative and mean ‘those who from age to age receive sanctification’.” (Hewitt)
II. The Finality Is Witnessed to by the Holy Spirit - 10:15-18
The writer is going to add the testimony of the Holy Spirit in Jeremiah to the testimony of Christ in the Psalms.
A. It Is Based on the New Covenant – 10:15-16
 “After He had said before” v. 15.
He refers to his previous mention of the New Covenant – Hebrews 8:8-12
There he stressed the “writing of laws upon their hearts and minds” v. 16.
That is an important feature of the New Covenant. (Jeremiah 31:33). It is not outward but inward.
B. It Removes Sin – 10:17-18

1. “Then He adds” v. 17
“Their sins I will remember no more” (Jeremiah 31:34)

2. He draws a conclusion from the testimony of the Holy Spirit:
Where there is remission of sin, there is no longer an offering for sin. - When the illness is over, stop taking the medicine!

Conclusion:

The O.T. sacrifices have been done away.

How do we know that the sacrifices were done away?
The finality of the sacrifices was witnessed to by: 
1. The will of the Father

2. The work of the Son

3. The witness of the Holy Spirit

The Law was given as a unit. You can’t take part of the Law away and leave the rest. 

We have already seen in chap. 7 that Jesus can’t be High Priest under the Law. Therefore, the Law has been done away.

You were saved by Grace alone.

Are you now made perfect by the Law – “μὴ γένοιτο!” - May it never come to pass!
