﻿Warning Against Despising Christ - Part 2

Hebrews 10:28-31
Introduction:

I.   The People – Believers
A. The “we” of verse 26 includes the writer
﻿
“For ﻿﻿if we sin willfully ﻿﻿after we have received the knowledge of the truth…”
B.  This One was “Sanctified by the Blood of the Covenant” – 10:29
“…counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing” - ἡγιάσθη = set apart
Hebrews 10:10 
“By that will we have been ﻿﻿sanctified ﻿﻿through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.”
I Peter 1:2
﻿﻿“elect ﻿﻿according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, ﻿﻿in sanctification of the Spirit, for ﻿﻿obedience and ﻿﻿sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ”
C. Previous Context is Obviously to Believers

D. They have a Better and Enduring Substance – 10:34

“knowing that ﻿﻿you have a better and an enduring possession for yourselves [in heaven. (in some manuscripts)]”
E. Casting Away their Confidence could Result in Loss of Reward
Unbelievers have no reward to lose!

F. They Need Patience in Order to Receive the Promise from Doing the Will of God – 10:36

G. They are Not of the Ones who Draw Back to Perdition – 10:39a
Believers can draw back – but cannot drawback to perdition - “But we are not of those ﻿﻿who draw back to ﻿﻿perdition…”
H. They are Those who have Believed to the Saving of the Soul – 10:39b
“but of those who ﻿﻿believe to the saving of the soul.”
II. The Principle – 10:28-29
A. It Was Dangerous to Despise Moses Law – 10:28
Anyone who has rejected Moses’ law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three ﻿﻿witnesses.
Blasphemy - Leviticus 24

Adultery – Deuteronomy 21

Idolatry - Deuteronomy 17

Violating the Sabbath - Num 15

False prophecy - Deuteronomy 13

Spirit medium - Leviticus 20

Disobedient child - Numbers 21

Korah rebelled against Moses leadership - 14,700 died.
Worship of Baal of Peor – 24,000 died of the plague.
B. It was More Dangerous to Reject Christ’s Sacrifice – 10:29
1. They trampled the Son of God

2. They Count the blood of the covenant unholy.

3. The insult the Holy Spirit.

III. The Explanation – 10:30-31

A. The Lord Judges the World with a Vengeance - 10:30a - [from Deuteronomy 32:35]
“Vengeance is Mine, and recompense; Their foot shall slip in due time; For the day of their calamity is at hand,”
The Jews loved this chapter.

B. The Lord also Judges His People – 10:30b


God judges sin wherever He finds it.
I Peter 4:17

“For the time has come ﻿﻿for judgment to begin at the house of God; and if it begins with us first, ﻿﻿what will be the end of those who do not obey the gospel of God?”
The writer is telling them that they are not exempt from God’s judgment for sin simply because they are His people.
C. The Lord’s Judgment is a Fearful Thing – 10:31
It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God. 
This expression must be from the O.T. incident found in II Samuel 24:13 and I Chronicles 21 record of David’s sin in numbering Israel fighting men.
‘Thus says the Lord: “I offer you three things; choose one of them for yourself, that I may do it to you.” ’ ”So God came to David and told him; and he said to him, 
1.   “Shall ﻿﻿seven ﻿﻿years of famine come to you in your land? [and you be at the mercy of your neighbors]

2.   Or shall you flee three months before your enemies, while they pursue you? [and you be at the mercy of your enemies]

3.   Or shall there be three days’ plague in your land? [and you be at the mercy of God]

Now consider and see what answer I should take back to Him who sent me.”

And David said to God, “I am in great distress. Please let us fall into the hand of the Lord, ﻿
(Note: in saying that he chose the plague. He is not saying “let God decide”)
“for His mercies are great; but ﻿﻿do not let me fall into the hand of man.” So ﻿﻿the Lord sent a plague upon Israel from the morning till the appointed time. From Dan to Beersheba seventy thousand men of the people died.”
