Yet he was a meek man - Numbers 12:3
Now the man Moses was very meek, more than all men who were on the face of the earth.

“By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter, choosing rather to endure ill-treatment with the people of God than to enjoy the passing pleasures of sin, considering the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures of Egypt; for he was looking to the reward.”

II. Faith Must Drown Fears – 11:27
“By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured, as seeing Him who is unseen.”

A. Not Fearing the One He Could See

 

1. Pharaoh was a Powerful Man.

2.  His Economy was Dependent on the 600,000 men, plus women and children of Israel who were his slaves.

3. His Reputation was at Stake.

 

B. Trusting the One He Could Not See

 

1. God is all-powerful.
He makes the wrath of men praise Him.

He had promised the land to Abraham’s seed.

III. Faith Must Determine Facts – 11:28
“By faith he kept the Passover and the sprinkling of the blood, so that he who destroyed the firstborn would not touch them.”
The death angel will pass through the land, killing the first-born.

 

What should Israel do?

One year old
Take it in on the 10th day of the month
Keep it until the 14th day
Kill it at twilight or between 3 and 5 pm
