﻿﻿﻿“To them God willed to make known what are ﻿﻿the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: ﻿﻿which is ﻿﻿Christ in you, ﻿﻿the hope of glory.”
James 2:1
”My brethren, do not hold the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory with ﻿﻿partiality.
John 17:5

“And now, O Father, glorify me together with yourself, with the glory which I had with you before the world was. 

We see in these verses the Glory of the Lord Jesus Christ. Having Christ in us makes it possible for us to share in that Glory.
I. The Glory of Communication – 1:1-2a

A. Contrast of Periods

1.Time past πάλαι – 
   Old in point of use, archaic
   In the old time as no longer used.

2. These last days – The Last of these days 

      Very recently
B. Contrast of Parties

1. Fathers
Revelation came indirectly

Revelation came through the prophets

2. Us
By Jesus, directly
He brought the revelation and 

He was the revelation
C. Contrast of Persons

1. The Prophets –Many different ones - They were servants
    Πολυμερῶς – many parts – 

                             Here a little/there a little

Revelation was progressive.
    Πολυτρόπως – many ways

Remember when Elijah was feeling sorry for himself, in I Kings 19, He said, “I alone am left”

The Lord said, “Go stand on the mountain before the Lord.”

I Kings 19:11-12

“And behold, the Lord ﻿﻿passed by, and ﻿﻿a great and strong wind tore into the mountains and broke the rocks in pieces before the Lord, but the Lord was not in the wind; and after the wind an earthquake, but the Lord was not in the earthquake; ﻿and after the earthquake a fire, but the Lord was not in the fire; and after the fire ﻿﻿a still small voice, the Lord was in the still small voice.

   2. The Son

ἐν υἱῷ - God spoke “in Son”


    no article = quality
It’s like “The man spoke in Spanish”
That would be a Spanish speech
God has spoken “in Son.”
We have an “in Son” Revelation.

We have all that we need in Him.
Colossians 2:9
﻿“For ﻿﻿in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead in ﻿﻿bodily form…”
    You don’t need more – and you can’t get more. 

Next verse says so: and you are complete in Him.
The revelation is complete - The parable of the landowner - Matthew 21:33
II. The Glory of  Dominion – 1:2b –  “Heir of all things”
A. The Background – Psalm 2:8

Ask of Me, and I will give You The nations for Your inheritance, And the ends of the earth for Your possession. 

B. The Meaning 
All things are under His control

When things control us, we are not trusting Jesus.

All things are His concern. Does Jesus care?

III. The Glory of Origination – 

“By Whom also He framed the ages”
A. The Agency – “by Whom”
Not intermediate the Father working through Him, but immediate – He create by Himself

Colossians 1:16 
“For ﻿﻿by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or ﻿﻿dominions or ﻿﻿principalities or ﻿﻿powers. All things were created ﻿﻿through Him and for Him.”
B. The Product – 
Not just the world ko/smov - universe
    But the ages (touv aiw=nav) as well.

IV. The Glory of Representation

A. By His Nature - ὃς ὢν - to be by nature.
As opposed to gi/nomai – to become

Or u(parxw/n to exist
He is, by His nature, God -- John 1:1
B. By His outward Appearance 

The brightness of His glory

ἀπαύγασμα τῆς δόξης
C. By His Very Being – (substance)

The exact representation of His substance

        (χαρακτὴρ τῆς ὑποστάσεως αὐτοῦ,)



Contrast - Character and Reputation
V. The Glory of Administration - Upholding all things by the Word of His power.
A. The Method – upholding all things

Φέρων – bearing all things along
II Peter 1:21
﻿“for ﻿﻿prophecy never came by the will of man, ﻿﻿but ﻿﻿holy men of God spoke as they were moved [borne along] by the Holy Spirit.”
Acts 27:15
“and when the ship was caught in it and could not face the wind, we gave way to it and let ourselves be driven [borne] along.”
B. The Means – by the Word of His power
He created By His Word,

﻿
II Peter 3:5 

“by the word of God the heavens existed long ago”
God said, “let there be light”

Now He sustains by that same Word.

Colossians 1:17

“He ﻿﻿﻿﻿is before all things, and in Him all things ﻿﻿hold together.”
C. The Manner – continually – present tense.
He is totally in control 

of all things, 

all the time.

The greatest theme in all Scripture -- God is in control.
VI. The Glory of Purification – Made purification for sins

 Prefigures the priestly work of Christ - Chapters 5-10
A. A Definite Act – (Aorist)
He did it at a point in time. – the cross
B. A Complete Act “all sins” Plural
He paid for the totality of sin
C. A Personal Act (middle voice) by Himself
VII. The Glory of Exaltation – Sat Down
A. Indicates a Finished Work 

In the O. T. there was a seat-less sanctuary
In the N. T. there is a seated Savior.
B. Shows a Rest - He is not now suffering for sin.
C. Shows Prominence 
1. He is seated – inferiors do not sit in the presence of Deity.
2. He is at the right hand – the place of prominence. 

Note:

In these three verses we see Jesus’ entire ministry:

 Prophet – He is speaking

 Priest – He is purging

 King – He is ruling

II Cor. 3:18
