I. What We Surely Are – “Children of God” – 3:1
A. The Title Is A Gift - It comes from love.
B. The Title Is From The Father - The Father gave it 
“δέδωκεν” same word found in John 3:16
C. The Title Is Distinct From “Sons of God”
1. Being called “children” is free
2. Being called “sons” requires effort.

Romans 8:14, 17

“For all who are ﻿﻿being led by the Spirit of God, these are ﻿﻿sons of God… and if children, ﻿﻿heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him so that we may also be glorified with Him. 
2 Timothy 2:11 -13

“It is a trustworthy statement”
1. for ﻿﻿if we died with Him, we will also live with Him; 

2. If we endure, ﻿﻿we will also reign with Him;

3. If we ﻿﻿﻿﻿deny Him, He also will deny us;
4. If we are faithless, ﻿﻿He remains faithful, for ﻿﻿He cannot deny Himself. 

Galatians 3:26
“For you are all ﻿﻿sons of God through faith in ﻿﻿Christ Jesus”
Galatians 4:5-7 explains how children become sons - by adoption.
D.  The Title is Not Recognized by the World

1. The world did not know Him.

John 15:1
“﻿﻿If the world hates you, ﻿﻿you know that it has hated Me before it hated you. 
1 Corinthians 2:8

“which none of the rulers of this age knew; for ﻿﻿had they known, they would not have ﻿﻿crucified the Lord of glory”
2. The world does not appreciate you.

John 15:19

“If you were of the world, the world would love its own; but because you are not of the world, but ﻿﻿I chose you out of the world, ﻿﻿because of this the world hates you”
Note this: You can’t love the Father and not love Jesus.
John 15:23

“He who hates Me hates My Father also”.
